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Abstract

The objective of this research was to analyze the advancement of the dissertations
in the field of public administration in Thailand. The sources of data used for this
research were 339 dissertations from one institute and two universities in Thailand,
which were categorized into 207 dissertations from the National Institute of
Development Administration (NIDA), 112 dissertations from Ramkhamhaeng
University, and 20 dissertations from Burapha University.

The quality of the dissertations in Public Administration in Thailand from
B.E. 2531-2555 was at moderate level to somewhat low. That is to say, it just
passed the average range 2.64 (min 0, max 6). That is the research questions
that aimed to strengthen the theoretical principles were found at low level. The
importance of the subject studied towards the field of public administration was
at the moderate level. The creative innovation was at low level. The validity was
at moderate level. As for the theoretical testing, it was at low level, and the rational
relationship was at moderate level. According to the dissertation quality, as
comparing to the ones of the universities in other countries, it was found that the
numbers of the minor topics studied were in accordance with the ones studied in
other countries. The passing criteria indicated that the dissertations in public
administrations from Thailand were at 2.64 which could be compared to the
dissertations published in U.S.A in 1992 (2.82), and were more advanced than
the dissertations in public administration published in China in 2008 (2.27).
