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Abstract
World was divided by the address of the President Harry S. Truman. With

the word “underdevelopment”, two billion people became the underdeveloped.
After that, various development tools have been emerged including good governance.
Thailand has adapted the governance concept to use in the public sector called
Dharmabhiban (good governance) and to private sector called Bhansatbhiban
(coporate governance ) which were prescribed in the Constitution of Kingdom of
Thailand B.E. 2550 (2007), laws and other regulations.

Governance approach has influenced on development as in the aspect of
Bhansatbhiban which was related to the economic and business growth. Good
governance was also an important tool for country development of the public-private
partnership strategy. Besides, governance was linked to the corporate social
responsibility which focused on the triple bottom line.

As for recommendations, first, other dimensions of governance should be
added and integrated in order to develop the public sector of the country with good
governance at macro-level, and to improve the private sector with corporate
governance at micro-level. Second, the ministers who are in charge of the ministries
should be well-qualified with knowledge, capabilities and experiences, at least
not lesser than the qualifications imposed for the position of the executive directors
of state enterprises. Finally, it is recommended that the corporate governance of
State-Owned Enterprise be separated from corporate governance of listed companies
in order to enhance and implement as a tool for PPPs development and shift to
the next stage of PPPs to increase potentials for faster country development.
